This worksheet allows you to define your own grade distribution for your COT3100 final grade.  By handing in this worksheet before the final exam, you agree to the condition that your COT3100 final grade will be graded according to the grade distribution specified on this worksheet.  If you do not turn in this worksheet before the final exam, you will be graded according to the distribution specified in the syllabus (default above).  

The worksheet has three parts.  In the first part, you define your own grade distribution that must satisfy all the requirements listed below.  In the second part, you will calculate your cumulative score before the final exam.  All your (averaged) quizzes, homework and exam scores will be available before the evening of April 29.  These normalized scores will be between 0 and 100.  Using the weights you specified in Part 1, you should complete Part 2 by calculating the four entries in the Value column and their sum in the corresponding entry below.  The third part of the worksheet will be completed by the TAs.  However, you should fill in the two entries (Final Weight and Sum of All Values) on the last line of the worksheet.  All except two entries (Final Score and My Score) on the worksheet should be filled by you, and round all your numbers to the first decimal place.   You must also record all your quiz, homework and exam scores accurately on the worksheet.  You will be penalized five percentage points of your final grade if there is any inaccuracy or inconsistency found on your worksheet.

Requirements and Conditions:

1. All contributions must be non-negative.

2. Homework contribution cannot be more than 40%.

3. Quizzes contribution cannot be more than 15%.

4. Final Exam contribution must be at least 10% greater than both midterms’ contributions (individual contributions, not the combined contributions).

5. The contribution from the extra credit assignment is 5%.

6. If you choose to design your own grade distribution, the total contribution must equal 107%.
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
