Dean Khargonekar

· 15th in the country on PhD ratio

· Undergraduate engineering had an increase

· ME is now almost = EE + CE.

· Other strong majors – IE, ChemE.

· Do not expect undergrad output to increase.  University is lowering the number of transfers and admits.

· Research down by about 3%.  NIH funding is down.

· Concern about both Govt. and Industry funding availability in near future

· Overall funding for college is down.

· Gov. just asked all agencies to submit budget which is 10% below what is currently running.

· University will make big push to increase undergrad tuition

· Dr. K was to retire (to research position) by August but was asked to stay on.  Will play it by ear.

· College is ranked 24th in nation.

· On recent visit to OSU he noted that their budget is $400M more than UF.

· Our tuition is $3700, OSU is like $10,000.

· We are 75th out of 75 of public universities on tuition cost.

· Plea for Florida companies to push legislature for tuition increases

· Even looking for donors to purchase naming rights for the departments and the college

· Buildings too.

· Interesting comment.  “maybe this current economic crisis will allow us to move from making money from money to making real engineering / technology solutions to improve the human condition”.

· Slides available.

· Thanks to IAB for input over the past several years

· BS enrollment up to 569 from 519!

· Business degrees almost all graduated out.  No more being admitted

· Still expect output to decline for next few years until enrollment increase reaches the end of the pipeline.

· Most of students are engineering

· LS is down to about 70 students – trying to get them to increase but LS advisors are not pushing it.

· Lots of discussion among members on value of LS students.

· MS up to 358 from 283

· Expect to graduate a LOT of them this year.

· They offer both an Liberal arts degree in CS and an engineering degree in CE but the requirements and coursework is identical.  CE is cheaper due to achievement award.  

· PhD down to 141 from 193.

· Research funding at about $4.5M.

· Areas: Database, Graphics/HCI/VR, CV/Medical Imaging/ Surgical Tools, Networks, High Perf. Computing

· Needs – internships, esp. for grad students; cash; industry speakers (esp. state of the art technical); participation in career workshop;
