· Still having hard time convincing students to go into EE and CS.

· Still large group going into ME.

· Strong growth in PhD program.

· Grad program has grown 10 spots since 01.  Now ranked 15th in public universities and 25th overall.

· Undergrad is 16th public, 26th overall

· 2008 average freshman 4.16 GPA, SAR 1319.  60% of incoming freshmen are women.  (only 28% in engineering).  

· UF engineering students are ranked 2nd in the nation in winning student competitions.
· She wants to change the faculty to be more diverse to help represent the students they are trying to recruit.

· EDGE program is willing to tailor programs to specific companies needs.

· Expect to hire several new faculty to replace anticipated retirements.

· Research expenditures exceeded $106M – plateau for last 3 years.

· New University budget model.  Responsibility Centered Management (RCM).  Allocates budgets primarily according to credit hours generated.
· Working at strategic planning for research.  Lots of interdisciplinary research projects being planned.  Will be looking to industry for guidance.  Will be leveraging stimulus funding so they need to get going rapidly.
· Now emphasizing the 4+1 grad program.

· UF engineering is 100 years old this year.

· Excellent dialogue – actually ended at 10:00.

· slide 2 – ECE is EE degree, EES is environmental.  CCE is Civil.  Note CISE/LAS/BA is superset of CISE.  BA is now in single digits and LS is in terminal phases.

· Large increase in CISE MS students.

· Approximately 100 degrees / year for BS

· 200 masters degree granted this last year

· 31 PhDs last year.

· Hope to stabilize around 25 / year.

· CISE sponsored awards are lower than we want.  It’s in the $5M range and want to be in the $8M range.
· 4 faculty promotions.

· Dr. Thai got DoD Young investigator award this year.

· 4% budget reduction for 09-10

· University still has $16M shortfall.  This may cause 1-1.5% additional cut.

· Big thank you to Harris for the $3M Harris Gateway to Learning and Innovation gift.
