· Dean Khargonekar
· More students than ever.  Last fall had increase in undergrad students, this fall expects to be even higher

· Grad students may decrease.

· Belief is that more will choose engineering majors but we won’t know until the fall.

· Research is up.  NIH, DoD, NSF, DOE
· State budget is painful.  Looking at 10% decrease in College of Engineering, (CIS will be at 9.6%) will have to include layoffs.  This will be 22% over 2 years.  

· Governor is supporting 15% increase in tuition / year until UF reaches national average.  House and Senate have also passed this.

· Students still migrating to ME and AE degrees.

· Looks like EE and CE enrollment have bottomed out and may even be going up.

· He expects to leave the role of Dean by August.  The search for successor is underway.

09:30 -- 10:15 am   Chair's Statement (Dr. Sahni)
· slides available.

· Expect total degrees in CS to be about same as last year.

· Enrollment is up 10% from last year.

· At an all time high for MS degrees awarded.  Should be around 200.

· PhD at all time high as well – 25 at ½ way point through year, expect 3-5 more in spring.

· Sponsored research is maintaining between $4M and $5M .

· Expect the stimulus program to make that go up.

· The per faculty research dollar is at all-time high.  

· Still believe we are low –vs- other high caliber universities.  Would like to get to the $8M mark.
· 4 promotions to Associate Professor (Banerjee, Dobra, Lok, Xia)

· 2 new NSF career awards (Kahveci, Ungor)

· Currently hiring one new faculty (focus on Database area)  This is due to turnover.
· Budget just under $7M this year.  Expect $6.18M next year.

· Will have to eliminate all lecturers, reduce OH and expenses.

· Will impact ability to teach courses for non majors.
