	Scientific Purpose of the Study:

The study will be conducted by students in the PI’s CEN 4721c / CAP5100 course in Spring 2014. The collected data will be used to improve the interfaces developed by the students in the course.

The students will identify potential users for the interfaces they will create and conduct small focus group interviews with these users.  Focus group sessions will last no more than 60 minutes.  The students will then recruit participants for a user study.  Participants in the study will interact with interfaces developed by the students in the PI’s course and provide comments and feedback to the students on the successful and unsuccessful parts of the interaction. The students in the course will ask the participants to carry out simple tasks on the interfaces and will then ask the participants follow-up questions to uncover issues with the current implementation of the interface and new ideas about how to improve their interfaces.
